The steering wheel is used for con-
trolling the ship in accordance with 
the condition of the sails, so that it is 
located at the end of the ship.

Although the room is too small to 
accommodate 8 persons, it is a 
cozy place for cadets to relax.

The room is used to receive 
visitors and listen to the reports 
from officers.

The bell was struck every half-hour 
by the duty watch. Each watch 
would take its turn at eight bells.
